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OPINION AND ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:



Before the Commission for consideration and disposition is a Petition for Reconsideration (Petition), filed by the Office of Consumer Advocate (OCA ), on December 17, 2007, requesting that the Commission reconsider its Opinion and Order entered December 7, 2007 (December 7th Order) regarding the 2006 PSI/SPI filings by Buffalo Valley Telephone Company, Conestoga Telephone and Telegraph Company and Denver and Ephrata Telephone and Telegraph Company (collectively the D&E Companies), relative to the above-captioned proceedings.  Also before us is a letter request filed by the D&E Companies on December 17, 2007.  the D&E Companies’ letter supports the OCA’s Petition and requests an extension of time for Denver and Ephrata Telephone and Telegraph Company to make its compliance filings.  We previously directed Denver and Ephrata Telephone and Telegraph Company to make its compliance filing within ten days of the entry of our December 7th Order.  The D&E Companies request that the compliance filing date be extended until after a final Commission order addressing the OCA’s Petition is entered.


Pursuant to Rule 1701 of the Pennsylvania Rules of Appellate Procedure, Pa. R.A.P. Rule 1701, the Commission must act to grant a petition for reconsideration within thirty days of the date of entry of the order for which reconsideration is sought, or otherwise lose jurisdiction to do so if a petition for review is timely filed.  The thirty‑day period within which the Commission must act upon this Petition for Reconsideration in order to preserve jurisdiction, is January 6, 2008.  Accordingly, we shall grant reconsidera​tion, within the meaning of Pa. R.A.P. Rule 1701(b) (3), pending review of, and consideration on, the merits of the Petition; THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:  
1.
That the Petition for Reconsideration filed on December 17, 2007, by the Office of Consumer Advocate is hereby granted, pending further review of and consideration on, the merits.  
2.
That the request of Denver and Ephrata Telephone and Telegraph Company for an extension of time to file compliance filings is granted.

3.
That, Denver and Ephrata Telephone and Telegraph Company shall submit revised tariffs, or tariff supplements for consideration by this Commission, consistent with our final Opinion and Order addressing the Office of Consumer Advocate’s December 17, 2007 Petition for Reconsideration.
