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ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:



Before the Commission for consideration and disposition is a Petition for Reconsideration filed on May 8, 2008, by Sprint Communications Company, L.P., Sprint Spectrum, L.P., Nextel Communications of the Mid-Atlantic, Inc., and NPCR, Inc. (collectively “Sprint”).  Also before the Commission is a Petition for Reconsideration and Clarification (Petition) filed by AT&T Communications of Pennsylvania, LLC (“AT&T”) on May 9, 2008, requesting that the Commission reconsider its Opinion and Order entered April 24, 2008 regarding the above-referenced investigation.

Pursuant to Rule 1701(a) of the Pennsylvania Rules of Appellate Procedure, Pa. R.A.P. Rule 1701, the Commission must act to grant a petition for reconsideration within 30 days of the date of entry of the order for which reconsideration is sought, or otherwise lose jurisdiction to do so if a petition for review is timely filed.  The 30‑day period within which the Commission must act upon this Petition for Reconsideration in order to preserve jurisdiction is May 27, 2008.  

The Commission desires the opportunity to evaluate the arguments raised in Sprint and AT&T’s Petitions.  Accordingly, we shall grant reconsideration, within the meaning of Pa. R.A.P. Rule 1701(b) (3), pending review of, and consideration on, the merits of the Petitions; THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:

That the Petition for Reconsideration filed on May 8, 2008, by Sprint Communications Company, L.P., Sprint Spectrum, L.P., Nextel Communications of the Mid-Atlantic, Inc. and NPCR, Inc. is hereby granted pending further review and consideration on the merits.

That the Petition for Reconsideration and Clarification filed on May 9, 2008, by AT&T Communications of Pennsylvania, LLC is hereby granted pending further review and consideration on the merits.
