This letter is in response to the Pennsylvania Telephone Association’s (PTA) April 24, 2000 filing of Supplement No. 470 to PTA Toll Tariff No. 10 on behalf of Frontier Communications.  This filing was made in compliance with the Establishment of a Pennsylvania Universal Service Fund Tentative Order entered April 18, 2000, at Docket Nos. M-00001337, P-00991648 and P-00991649.  The Tentative Order became final on April 25, 2000. 


Pursuant to a Settlement Agreement approved in the Order mentioned above, Frontier Communications of Breezewood, Inc., Frontier Communications of Canton, Inc., Frontier Communications of Lakewood, Inc., and Frontier Communications of Pennsylvania, Inc. decreased their intraLATA toll rates to $0.09 per minute, to become effective May 24, 2000. 


Our analysis of this filing indicated that no further investigation is warranted at this time.  Therefore, PTA’s Supplement No. 470 to its Toll Tariff No. 10 has been permitted to become effective on May 24, 2000, by operation of law.
