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OPINION AND ORDER
BY  THE COMMISSION:



Before the Commission for reconsideration and disposition is a Motion for Reconsideration (Motion) filed by Verizon Pennsylvania, Inc. (Verizon) on September 8, 2000.  The Motion seeks reconsideration and clarification of our Opinion and Order entered herein on September 1, 2000.  By way of that Opinion and Order, we addressed Verizon’s Compliance Filing to our December 31, 1999 Performance Metrics Order.



Pursuant to Rule 1701 of the Pennsylvania Rules of Appellate Procedure (Pa. R.A.P. Rule 1701), the Commission must act to grant a Petition for Reconsideration and enter the appropriate order within thirty (30) days of the entered date of the Order for which reconsideration is sought, or otherwise lose jurisdiction to do so if a petition for review is timely filed.  The thirty (30) day period within which the Commission must act upon this Motion is September 30, 2000.  Accordingly, we shall grant reconsideration for the limited purpose of preserving jurisdiction to afford an opportunity for review of the Motion.



In the September 1, 2000 Order, we directed Verizon to file, within thirty (30) days, a revised Compliance Filing consistent with that Order.  This deadline remains in effect.  However, with regard to the limited issues raised in the Motion before us, we shall, sua sponte, extend the period of time within which Verizon shall file that portion of the revised Compliance Filing relating to the remedies provisions of the Performance Assurance Plan.  A new deadline for filing this portion of the revised Compliance filing will be established commensurate with our disposition of the instant Motion on the merits; THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:



1.
That the Motion for Reconsideration filed by Verizon Pennsylvania, Inc., on September 8, 2000, is granted, pending review of and consideration on, the merits.



2.
That Verizon Pennsylvania, Inc. is granted an extension of time in which to file that portion of it’s revised Compliance Filing relating to the Performance Assurance Plan and other remedies provisions. The new filing date will be determined in our forth coming Opinion and Order addressing the merits of the September 8, 2000 Motion for Reconsideration.
