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MOTION OF VICE CHAIRMAN ROBERT K. BLOOM

Before the Commission for consideration are the Comments and Reply Comments to our Tentative Order entered June 24, 2002 regarding performance measures and penalties that may be necessary to ensure performance by Verizon Pennsylvania, Inc. (Verizon) after its entry into the long distance market.   The Staff recommendation contains a well-reasoned, comprehensive report and recommendation on the issues previously raised during the proceeding as well as the Comments and Reply Comments to the Tentative Order.  I agree with the disposition of all the issues in the Staff Report and Recommendation.  However, the issue of Directory Listings/White Pages (DL/WP) metrics needs clarification.

CTSI, XO, the OCA, the OTS and OSBA filed a Joint Proposal setting forth three metrics applicable to DL/WP.  That Joint Proposal was adopted in our Tentative Order and the parties were encouraged to file comment on the appropriate standard for the Joint Proposal metrics and the manner in which the remedies will apply for misses. 

By way of clarification. the Joint Proposal metrics are to be established as “tracking” or diagnostic metrics for at least three months.  Within the three months after the first three months that tracking data is available, the Pennsylvania Carrier Working Group (PA CWG) is directed to assess whether the Joint Proposal metrics capture the appropriate performance and measure it meaningfully.  The PA CWG will thereafter report its findings to this Commission.

If the PA CWG finds that the Joint Proposal DL/WP metrics adequately capture performance and measure it meaningfully, then three months after the PA CWG evaluation of the tracking data concludes, the PA CWG is directed to make a recommendation to this Commission regarding what would be an appropriate remedies for the DL/WP metrics.  Upon receipt of that recommendation, this Commission will consider appropriate changes to the PA PAP to apply it to the DL/WP Joint Proposal metrics as well as any other related recommendations from the PA CWG.

If the PA CWG finds that the Joint Proposal DL/WP metrics do not adequately capture performance and/or do not measure it meaningfully, then the PA CWG is directed to develop a DL/WP metrics and remedies proposal that does capture the performance and adequately measure it and to submit that proposal to this Commission within three months after determining that the Joint Proposal DL/WP metrics are not sufficient.  Thereafter, this Commission will consider whether to adopt the recommendation of the PA CWG.

THEREFORE, I MOVE THAT:

1. The Office of Special Assistants recommendation is adopted consistent with this Motion.


2. The Office of Special Assistants shall prepare the appropriate Opinion and Order consistent with this Motion.
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
