Dear Mr. Wolfe:

This is to acknowledge receipt of letters dated May 28, 2003, and July 18, 2003, requesting continuation of a waiver of the EDI 568 transaction on the basis that the recent implementation of SAP does not impose a substantive change to the existing electronic data interchange process.  In its June 21, 1999, letter, Penn Power initially requested a waiver to the requirement to use the EDI 568 Collections transaction pursuant to our Order adopted March 18, 1999.  In the 1999 Order, the Commission stated that we would consider an exception to the use of an EDI 568 for “a company that is sending an EDI 820 transaction directly to the EGS as the non-billing party, within one or two days of having processed a customer’s payment.”  Because we are satisfied that the SAP implementation is consistent with the required criteria, the EDI 568 waiver granted Penn Power in our Order entered August 13, 1999, will be allowed to continue until further notice from the Commission.
