· Wednesday, June 16, from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m.

All of the meetings will be held in Hearing Room 1 of the Commonwealth Keystone Building in Harrisburg, with the exception of the June 2 meeting, which will be held in Hearing Room 4. The meetings will be open to the public.

The 1996 electric competition law requires electric companies to provide service to customers who have not selected an alternative generation supplier. This is commonly called provider of last resort service, or POLR. The law requires the PUC to develop regulations to define the specific obligations of the companies.
