ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:


Before the Commission is a letter petition of the Metropolitan Edison Company and Pennsylvania Electric Company Sustainable Energy Fund (“SEF”), filed on December 22, 2004, for approval of Brian M. Vayda to its Board of Directors.  The SEF has made this request consistent with the provisions of these companies’ restructuring settlements, which requires Commission approval of nominees to the SEF’s Board.  Application of Metropolitan Edison Company for Approval of its Restructuring Plan under Section 2806 of the Public Utility Code, et al., Docket No. R-00974008 (Order entered June 26, 1998); Application of Pennsylvania Electric Company for Approval of its Restructuring Plan under Section 2806 of the Public Utility Code, et al., Docket No. R-00974009 (Order entered June 26, 1998).

The SEF notes that Mr. Vayda is intended to occupy the seat formerly held by Paul M. Dwyer of Green Mountain Energy.   Mr. Vayda was nominated by the Mid-Atlantic Power Supply Association (“MAPSA”) to fill this seat.  MAPSA was a signatory to the above mentioned restructuring settlement, and accordingly has the right to propose candidates to fill vacancies on the SEF’s Board of Directors.  Request for Approval of Charlotte Arnold, Sharon Barr, Randolph Haines, Ellen Lutz and Peter Shaw to the Board of Directors of the Sustainable Development Fund, Docket No. R-00973953 (Order entered April 22, 2004).  Mr. Vayda’s nomination was unanimously approved by the SEF’s Board of Directors at a meeting of December 21, 2004.  Mr. Vayda is intended to represent the interests of the electricity supplier community on the Board of Directors.  Representation of that group is required under the terms of the SEF’s approved bylaws.  Metropolitan Edison Company and Pennsylvania Electric Company Sustainable Energy Fund Bylaws, Docket Nos. R-00974008, R-00974009 (Order entered April 27, 2000).

Mr. Vayda’s resume was submitted with this letter petition.  Mr. Vayda is currently employed by Strategic Energy of Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania as a Market Manager.  He was previously employed by the PJM Interconnection, LLC as a senior analyst from 2001 through 2004.  Other employers include the PECO Energy Power Team and the Deloitte & Touch Regulatory/Litigation Consulting firm.  He has a Masters of Business Administration in Finance.  Based on a review of all relevant information, we find that this nominee is well-qualified to serve on the SEF’s Board of Directors and is thereby approved; THEREFORE,
