ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:

Before the Commission is a letter petition of the PPL Sustainable Energy

Fund of Central Eastern Pennsylvania (“SEF”) filed on May 4, 2006 for approval of three individuals to its Board of Directors. This approval is required under the PPL Company restructuring settlement. Application of Pennsylvania Power & Light Company for Approval of its Restructuring Plan Under Section 2806 of the Public Utility Code, et al, Docket No. R-00973954 (Opinion and Order entered August 27, 1998). Commission approval of the proposed directors is also required by SEF’s governing bylaws.  PP&L Inc. Sustainable Energy Fund By-laws, Docket No. R-00973954 (Order entered June 2, 2000). 

There currently exist two vacancies on the SEF Board. In addition, one current member of the Board has requested to resign from his position upon a duly-appointed successor. 

The SEF unanimously voted to approve three new members at its Board meeting of May 2, 2006. The three members are: Alan A. Roman, George Scott Paterno, and Dennis A. Maloskey. 


SEFs Board and staff, in conjunction with its consultant, Professional Services Group, conducted a lengthy search process for qualified board members. In all cases, the search process was conducted in conformity to SEF’s bylaws, as amended, and as approved by the Commission. Indeed, of the twenty people who expressed an interest in the positions, seventeen were interviewed by SEF’s consultant, and after the pool was reduced, six were interviewed by SEF’s Board of Directors. 


Alan A. Roman is President and Principal of Roman Consulting. Mr. Roman has twenty five years of experience in construction and engineering, specializing in environmental work for the last seventeen years.  Mr. Roman has an Associates Degree in Mechanical Engineering Technology from Pennsylvania State University. 

George Scott Paterno is currently Director of Duane Morris’s Government Affairs division. Mr. Paterno was also counsel to Senator David Brightbill and assisted in drafting legislation.  Mr. Paterno graduated from the Dickenson School of Law with a Juris Doctorate and was the Law Review Articles Editor. 

Dennis Maloskey is a registered Professional Engineer. Mr. Maloskey spent several years providing energy program development, design engineering, technical assistance, training, and on site consultation to business, industry and government.  Presently, he is the Director of Sustainable Engineering and Development with the Governor’s Green Government Council. Mr. Maloskey holds a Bachelor of Science degree in Mechanical Engineering Technology with an energy emphasis from the Pennsylvania State University. 
Based on a review of all relevant information, we find that these nominees are well-qualified to serve on the SEF’s Board of Directors and are thereby approved;
