Change Control Request – ESP Consolidated Billing  

PECO created a new Change Control, and posted it to this ListServer earlier this week.

PECO has different telephone numbers depending on type of account. For instance, the contact for C&I customers is different than the residential customer. 

The request is for a PER segment to be added to the N1*8S loop. This segment will be optional. If a value is sent, the supplier should use that phone number for billing inquiries on the bill. If it is not provided, the supplier should use the phone number previously provided by the utility.

This request was approved and will be added to the 810 ESP Implementation Guide.

Determination of Scheduling via Load Profile or Interval

Is there a way for a supplier to determine if the account is profiled or intervaled from a scheduling perspective?

UGI leaves Load Profile field blank if the account should be scheduled using interval data.

Action Item: All other utilities should determine what they are sending and report to the ListServer.

Notification when large volumes are being sent

There was recently a file sent to PECO with over 25,000 change transactions to change supplier account number. Suppliers also believed this would be beneficial if the utility sent this. 

Notification could be via email or a call to the receiving party.

Action Item: Brandon Siegel and Diane Goff will evaluate this issue, and it will probably be added to the Revised Plan. 

Use of a Sync List

The concept of a sync list between utilities and suppliers was discussed. This was used by some utilities during the Pilot. It was not determined to be a required file for Phase In. If a supplier wants to request this from a utility, they should contact the utility directly to try to work that out. It is an optional file from a utility perspective.
