Confirm approval of Change Control 035

PPL had requested a Change Control to accommodate when there is an additional party to receive copy of notices. 

This Change Control was posted on the list server, and no comments were received by the end date. It is now considered approved. 

Review Internet EDI Plan

There was a brief discussion on the change made to the Internet EDI Plan. Several parties questioned whether other changes may be needed, based on an email to the List Server several weeks ago. Diane Goff offered to talk to Pete Byrne to determine if additional clarity is needed.

The approval of the Internet EDI Plan will be postponed until next week’s call.

Discuss Level 1 Testing needs / alternatives

PECO commented that they still support the need to have Level 1 testing. Most of the EDCs on the call agreed that this is an issue that mostly affects PECO and Duquesne as these are the EDCs with the most suppliers.

Some alternatives discussed:

· Keep Intellimark for this purpose, but have new EGSs pay a fee.

· Possibly allow other parties to offer this service. Whether or not EDEWG would have to “approve” these parties was not determined.

PECO commented that the use of Level 1 tested has proved beneficial in dealing with new suppliers, and all parties concurred.

The PUC will take this under consideration, and may solicit comments on this topic.

Next Metering Subcommittee activities:

The next face-to-face meeting will be on June 26, 2001 at PECO from 8:30 – 3:30.

A general comment was made to inform EDEWG that one of two primary non-EDC participants will no longer be part of the Metering Subcommittee, and that it leaves the EDCs somewhat concerned about lack of participation of other parties.

FREDI Status

There was a FREDI meeting on June 14, 2001 for the Advisory Committee. The Advisory Committee is making slow progress on the review of the Charter. The next meeting of the Advisory Committee is scheduled for July 19, 2001. At this time, that meeting is only open to members of the Advisory Committee.
