Update on FREDI Advisory Committee meeting 10/04/2001
The FREDI Advisory Committee met on 10/04/2001. The Advisory Committee approved the Charter and Facts about FREDI documents. These will be posted to the FREDI list server in the near future. Additionally, the FREDI Advisory Committee outlined a high level plan to incorporate all of the states into the existing PA/NJ/MD/DE document. The initial phase will be a red-lined release of these documents containing all outstanding Change Controls. The target for this is late October 2001, with an approval / re-release of the documents by year-end 2001. A more detailed plan will be posted to the FREDI List Server in the near future.

Alleged Slamming Disputes

PECO commented that some of the specifics on the process flow are not what is actually occurring. It had been agreed on a previous call that, specifically within the 10-day rescission period, if a customer contacts the utility and alleges a slam, the utility will notify the supplier via the 814 Drop that there was a slamming allegation. There is a discrepancy with how the process is currently documented in that it states there will be a follow up by the utility after 5 days; however, that will not need to occur as the utility is sending the notification via the 814 Drop.  Roni Smith said she will talk to Lou Sayers of BCS about revising the flow. 

PECO sent the Change Control (037) [ChgReq814DropSlamCode.doc] for adding an alleged slam to the list of drop reason codes to the list server on 10/11/2001. The plan will be to approve this Change Control on the next EDEWG call.
