Status of review of Implementation Guides 

Revised Implementation Guides will be published next week, with the intent of resolving all items on the next EDEWG call.

The target for re-publishing the implementation guides is still year-end 2001.

Reminder of giving advance notice to EDCs before sending large files

Duquesne recently posted an email on the list server requesting advance notification of a supplier sending large files. In addition, Duquesne requested suppliers to limit transactions to 5,000 per day. Some of the reasons for the request of advance notification is for an EDC to be able to ensure there is sufficient paper to print the confirmation letters and to alert the Call Center of a potential increase in number of calls.

Some suppliers expressed concern that this could cause delay in enrollments if there is a high enrollment rate.

Duquesne, as well as some of the other utilities, stated they would work with suppliers if approached.

Status of PJM members sending 2002 Capacity and Transmission Obligations numbers

The PJM EDCs were asked when they would be sending Capacity and Transmission numbers to active suppliers, as well as the method of transmitting this information.

GPU – will be sending 814 Change transactions – exact date is not known, but GPU will notify suppliers via email prior to sending the transactions.

PPL – will be sending 814 Change transactions – exact date is not known, but PPL will notify suppliers via email prior to sending the transactions. It is expected to be between 12/15/2001 and 12/31/2001.

PECO – will post to supplier section of website – PECO will email suppliers when the information is available. 

Allegheny Power (AP) – Still awaiting final approval for PJM West. AP will notify suppliers when this information will be transmitted.

Non-Response to EDI transactions

Response to 814 Transactions

Duquesne commented that they recently performed a query to analyze who has not responded to 814 transactions. They identified a number of accounts that had not been responded to. Duquesne commented that suppliers sometimes call with “sync” problems, and Duquesne wants to remind all suppliers that it is an EDEWG standard to respond to all 814 request transactions.

No response to Bill Ready 867 transactions

PECO re-iterated that their system only allows responses to an 867 that is less than 12 months old. Upon review of their system, PECO has found many 867s that have not been responded to within this 12 month window, and PECO is concerned by the volume.

PECO has been sending an 824 “NCC” transaction if there are no current bill period charges on the bill. However, this is the only notification, and PECO wants to remind suppliers they have an obligation to follow up on this condition.

General discussion on the topic indicated that PECO is providing all of the information that they are obligated to provide, but that they are allowed to be more pro-active if they desire.

Action Item: PECO is evaluating the volume and will provide EDEWG with an estimate on the next call.

Comments on FREDI / EISB (GISB)
Roni Smith of the PUC commented that the FREDI and EDEWG members may want to make sure that they are engaged in the Electric Retail quadrant activities of the GISB/EISB group.

The GISB/EISB effort has progressed fairly quickly, and members of the FREDI group may want to pursue a pro-active role in this endeavor. These efforts may converge in the future, and FREDI should be aware of the activities of GISB/EISB, and potentially even consider helping shape the direction of GISB/EISB.

Brandon Siegel commented that there is a UIG meeting next week, at which many active participants of GISB/EISB will attend. Based on his discussions, he will provide a status on the next EDEWG call.
