Status of Level 1 testing 

The PUC sent an email to the List Server requesting volunteers for Level 1 screening.

Kim Wall, an independent consultant, has offered to perform Level 1 certification. Her contact information is on the PUC website.

Annunciata Marino of the PUC will follow up with the two new suppliers who have requested information recently.

There was a question on whether Kim Wall would also be Level 1 certifying Gas suppliers. Annunciata said this had not been addressed, and if it needs to be pursued, PECO or UGI should contact her.

Update on NAESB

Jim Minneman of PPL Solutions has been taking a lead role in the Retail Electric quadrant. They are in the recruitment phase, and they are in the process of finalizing the quadrant procedures.

Wholesale Electric formation meeting is in Denver, CO on May 8-9, 2002.

At this point, NAESB is still at the organizational phase. The next phase will be developing the business rules.

Annunciata encouraged the individual companies to participate in NAESB. The PUC is interested in having our regional documents (FREDI documents) being considered by NAESB.

Update on FREDI

The Advisory Committee is working on the initial drafts of the FREDI implementation guides. There are approximately six implementation guide drafts that have been issued to the Advisory Committee in recent weeks.  The review period for each one will probably more than a month since there are so many parties that need to review them.

A realistic time frame for when all of the FREDI implementation guides will be published is the latter part of this year. It is possible that there may be two publications: an initial one with the enrollment transactions, and a later one with the metering, billing, payment related transactions.
