EDEWG Internet EDI Update

The Co-Chairs had a conference call with Annunciata to discuss what direction the PUC wanted to take with the new versions of NAESB (evaluation of version 1.5 and 1.6)

The Internet EDI subcommittee will be reconvened. There will be a conference call in mid-August to develop how to proceed forward. This is based on the expected publication of NAESB version 1.6 in July 2002.

It is expected that there will be a face-to-face meeting of the Internet EDI meeting in early September 2002. The location is not determined, but will probably be Harrisburg.

867MU Change Control Request by MetEd/Penelec

Met-Ed / Penelec submitted a change control on May 21, 2002 to add a few new qualifier codes to the 867 Monthly Usage (867MU) transaction.

This change control is to allow the utility to identify usage that is “generated” by a customer. This request is for smaller customers, who do not have an interval meter installed. It requests qualifier codes to identify “quantity generated” be added to the 867MU transaction. These codes are already defined for the 867IU transaction.

There was some discussion on whether this would have to apply to all EDCs. It was discussed that it would depend on the meter configuration at the site.

Action Item: The EDCs asked for more time to review the Change Control. The intent will be to approve this Change Control on the next call, unless objections are raised.
