Meeting Notes:

1. Clarify Minutes from 09/05/2002
 The PUC wanted to clarify something in the prior minutes regarding Future Dated Enrollments. The 09/05/2002 will be republished with the clarification. Shown below is the original statement and the clarification.

All parties agree that the Contract Effective Date is the date the customer signed the contract.

10/17/2002 Note: This note is to clarify that a customer is not required to actually ‘sign’ a contract. This clarification is that the PUC allows the customer to enter or cancel an agreement verbally, in writing, or electronically.

2. NAESB Update

The PUC is again encouraging the utilities and other interested parties to become involved in NAESB REQ and RGQ as these groups may be setting future direction for the industry.

As of last week, the Retail Gas Quadrant is getting close to being formed.

The PUC remains hopeful that FREDI or the FREDI members will be involved in the crafting of some of the NAESB documents. The PUC is monitoring the NAESB efforts.

3. NAESB EDM Update

Review from September 5, 2002 Call:

The NAESB EDM 1.6 standard was released in July and the specification is available on NAESB's web site.

Dick Brooks spoke with the NAESB office and they have agreed to provide the spec to PA EDEWG, free of charge. Anyone that would like a copy of the spec should e-mail Dick Brooks (dick@systrends.com) with the subject "PA EDEWG REQUEST for GISB EDM 1.6". Dick will respond by sending an "authorization letter" from NAESB.  Simply respond to the "authorization letter" with the phrase "I agree", and Dick will send the spec.

Update from today’s call:

The PUC has done some preliminary review of the NAESB EDM 1.6 document. At this time, the PUC does not plan to pursue switching to the new version in the next few months. However, the PUC would like to offer to compile comments/issues that other companies may have form reviewing the NAESB EDM 1.6 document. Annunciata Marino of the PUC Staff offered to compile comments for EDEWG. Any one with comments/issues can post them to the ListServer, and Annunciata will compile the thoughts. Please site the section when posting a document to the list server (to post to the list server, send an email to edtwg@ls.eei.org).

Question: Does the PUC have a timeframe in mind for implementing NAESB EDM 1.6? The PUC staff responded that we do not expect to implement in this fiscal year, which ends June 30, 2003. In all likelihood, EDEWG may reconvene a small subgroup to work through the issues no sooner than second quarter 2003.

Annunciata did comment that the PUC would be interested in reviewing any recommendations that come from the NAESB REQ.

PPL EU Update on 867IU issue from 09/05/2002

Review from September 5, 2002 Call:

PPL EU 867IU issue outlined below:

On 867s for interval accounts, PPL EU is sending a "C1" in the BPT04 segment if the interval details are not available at the time of 867 creation.  One of our suppliers wants us to change the code to "DD" since we are providing monthly usage instead of interval details. In the PA Implementation Guide for the 867 IU, "C1" can be used whether the supplier is receiving summary data only, or both summary and detail interval data. In the Implementation Guide for 867 MU, it looks like "X4" should be used when summary data is being sent at the account level.

Based on the discussion on 09/05/2002 call, PPL EU will investigate changing their system to send BPT04=’X4”.

Update from today’s call:
PPL EU did make the modification to their system, and implemented it on October 11, 2002.
