1. NAESB EDM Update

Review from September 5, 2002 Call:

The NAESB EDM 1.6 standard was released in July and the specification is available on NAESB's web site.

Dick Brooks spoke with the NAESB office and they have agreed to provide the spec to PA EDEWG, free of charge. Anyone that would like a copy of the spec should e-mail Dick Brooks (dick@systrends.com) with the subject "PA EDEWG REQUEST for GISB EDM 1.6". Dick will respond by sending an "authorization letter" from NAESB.  Simply respond to the "authorization letter" with the phrase "I agree", and Dick will send the spec.

Update from today’s call:

Annunciata Marino has reviewed the NAESB EDM 1.6 and created a document with questions / comments.

If anyone else has comments, they can send their comments to the ListServer (to post to the list server, send an email to edtwg@ls.eei.org), and Annunciata will compile a ‘master list’ that will be reviewed by the subgroup. Annunciata requested that anyone who has reviewed the NESB EDM 1.6 version submit his or her comments to the ListServer by the end of November 2002. Annunciata will release this list prior to the next call. A subgroup will probably be formed sometime in the 2nd or 3rd quarter of 2003. 

Dick Brooks provided an update from the REQ TEIS group. The TEIS group is reviewing the NAESB EDM specifications, and plan come up with guidelines on how it could be applied in a generic nature. Dick Brooks suggested that perhaps the Pennsylvania participants might want to become more active in the NAESB efforts.  Dick mentioned that the TEIS group is targeting publishing a position on NAESB EDM by year-end 2002, and this could be a model for states to use in 2003.

Texas is currently testing NAESB EDM 1.4. Tentative date for Texas implementation for NAESB EDM 1.6 is January 2004.

Anyone can participate in the NAESB TEIS group, even if they are not members of NAESB. Dick commented that NAESB REQ has a distribution list that members in PA could join by sending an email to:
