Meeting Notes:

1.   Duquesne Light 814C for PJM Requirements 
On January 3rd, 2005 Duquesne Light Co. (DLCO) sent email notification to the list serve.  Beginning January 4th, 2005 DLCO sent each supplier an EDI 814C file containing one transaction for each enrolled account.  The transactions will include AMT segments to accommodate Capacity Contribution and Transmission Contribution.

· Capacity Contribution will be provided in an AMT segment with a Quantity Qualifier of KC.

· Transmission Contribution will be provided in an AMT segment with a Quantity Qualifier of KZ.

DLCO experienced an issue for accounts with zero value contribution in the AMT02.  These changes were not sent out during the initial batch.  Corrections were made and these transactions are being sent out this evening.

DLCO also sent clarification with regards to the description of values.  Originally, they were reported as Capacity/Transmission Obligation.  A correction notice was passed to the list serve correcting to Capacity/Transmission Contribution.  Therefore, the 814C transactions contained contribution values.  Suppliers must obtain calculation information from PJM to complete the Obligation value.

The 2004 contribution information has been available from DLCO via supplier website or Excel spreadsheet.  Though the values passed in the EDI 814C are actual whereas up to this point, the values were estimates.

Chris Navadauskas has volunteered to review the Capacity/Transmission terminology in the EDI 814 Implementation Guidelines and submit the appropriate EDI Change Control documentation to the EDEWG for review.

2.  Nomination of Sandra Rice, PECO Energy as EDEWG Co-Chair, Utility

Specifically, EDEWG should review the section pertaining to customer switching.  Please note this order pertains directly to Duquesne Light Company with the exception of specific items in that Dec. 16 Order that the Commission defers to the proceedings at M-00041819 relating to Customer Information to be Maintained and Provided by Electric Distribution Companies to Electric Generation Suppliers
