Brief Explanation (This will be copied into the description in the Change Control Summary Spreadsheet): 

On 5/3/2000, PECO sent a proposed change control to EDEWG to change requirement to optional for sending the PM loop on the 867 Cancellation (BPC = 01), since the data needed to process a cancellation of usage can be found in the SU loop. The change control was approved by EDEWG.

PPL would like a similar change to be made to the 867IU, so that on an 867IU cancel (BPC = 01) the metering agent (in the current environment the EDC) will only be mandated to send the:


For interval ACCOUNT level reporting: BB and SU loops  


For interval METER level reporting: BB and BO loops 

The PM, IA, IB, and BQ loops should be optional when the BPC = 01. 

Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which EDEWG Standards? Why?): 

The current standard is to send the 867 Cancellation (BPC=01) identical to the original (BPC=00) including the same level of detail.  This change request is to change the requirement on the 867 IU (similar to that approved for the 867MU) from sending the same level of detail to classifying the PM, IA, IB, and BQ loops as optional on the cancellation.  

A note should be placed under the “General Notes” section that reads: 

“Cancels must include all account and summary information, however, it is optional to include the PM, IA, IB, and BQ loops”.
