Allow for the optional inclusion of the N1, N3, and N4 segments when deleting party to receive copy of notices (N1PK).  

Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which EDEWG Standards? Why?): 

Under the current 814C IG, when the party to receive copy of notices is to be deleted, the required segment is:


REF*TD*N1PK*D

This is acceptable when there is only one party to receive copy of notices on the account.  If there is more than one party, there is no method of indicating which address is being deleted.  This could lead to the EGS deleting the incorrect party.

PPL Utilities proposes that the 814C IG be updated to reflect the optional use of the following segments on an 814C to delete party to receive copy of notices:


N1*PK 


N3


N4

This would indicate which party is being deleted (when there is more than one party on the account).
