Allow values defined for cogen in 867IU to be used in 867MU. These new codes will only be used if the installed metering supports identifying “generated usage”

In the QTY segment (in the SU and PM loops), allow QTY01 identifier to be equal to:

· 87 - Quantity received from customer in a co-gen environment (used if cogen and installed metering supports identifying “generated usage”)

· 9H – Quantity received is an estimated quantity in a co-gen environment (used if cogen and installed metering supports identifying “generated usage”)

EDEWG Discussion and Resolution:

06/27/02: Several EDCs commented that they use bi-directional metering for this purpose, and can only provide “net usage”. It was agreed to add language indicating these fields would be used if the installed meter supported identifying the generated usage. Change Control was approved.

05/30/02 and 06/13/02: EDCs requested additional time to evaluate ability to accommodate in their systems
