Add an additional REF segment at header level to the EDEWG 810 LDC transaction.  The additional REF segment will be used to convey to the EGS whether the customer is an ‘Actual ‘ payer or a ‘Budget’ payer.  For a ‘Budget’ payer, this segment  will also convey when the bill is a ‘True Up’ bill.

Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which EDEWG Standards? Why?): 

Add the REF*9V  ‘Payment Category’ to the 810 transaction in the header level. 

This additional segment will be used by Duquesne Light for their Purchase of Receivables program to indicate to the EGS what type of payer the customer is currently considered so that they will know how much money to expect in the corresponding 820 that will follow in 35 days.

1. Add and additional REF segment Reference Identification (9V=Payment Category)

  Syntax and Semantic Notes will be standard.

2. Under PA Use:

This segment will be used by Duquesne Light to indicate to the EGS whether the customer is a    Budget payer or an Actual payer.
