Change Rescinded by PECO


Brief Explanation (This will be copied into the description in the Change Control Summary Spreadsheet): 

There is an issue within the PECO Billing system that is causing same day final supplier accounts to fail. These transactions cannot be processed. The supplier will respond accordingly with an 810-supplier invoice with the charges of $0. Since these particular accounts are for the same to and from reading date and generate zero usage, there should not be any supplier invoices with an amount greater than $0.  PECO will respond with an 824-rejection reason of SAME DAY FINAL to close out the process.
Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which EDEWG Standards? Why?):
There is an issue within the PECO Billing system that is causing same day final supplier accounts to error out.  Per EDI Implementation Guidelines, the LDC sends the (867) usage, via EDI, to the supplier indicating that this is a ‘final’ account.  The supplier will respond accordingly with a supplier invoice (810) with the correct charges. Since these particular accounts are for the same to and from reading date and generate zero usage, there should not be any supplier invoices with an amount greater than $0. 

The preliminary analysis below shows potential impact of resources, time, and finances to the company in order to have this issue corrected. They are:

· Several Billing & Financial Modules would be impacted increasing the risk of causing other technical problems to occur.

· Extensive testing and coding will be required in order to process the 810 received because the same day final transaction is not treated as a financial transaction in the billing system. It is estimated that it would take 450 hours of coding to complete. 

· The testing hours would impact resources available for other more impact supplier and billing issues.

· To fix this issue would be very expensive and time consuming.
Here are the statistics:

· Since the October 16, 2006 billing conversion, only 220 accounts with a supplier have had same day final.  This is roughly 10% of all supplier accounts that are final. 

· Since conversion 15 of those same day finals have been cancelled.
The bottom line: The potential system impacts will be significantly reduced if PECO does not have to process supplier charges on same day finals.
We are requesting that PECO does not have to process supplier charges in billing for same day final accounts and we will final the supplier business and final the account.  The supplier can send in the charges and they will be rejected with a reject reason of Same Day Final.  PECO presented this topic at the May 19, 2008 supplier conference call with no objections.
