Brief Explanation (This will be copied into the description in the Change Control Summary Spreadsheet): 

Add a new outbound 814C transaction for Bankruptcy Accounts.
Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which EDEWG Standards? Why?): 

When a customer files bankruptcy, the Bankruptcy Code (11 U.S.C. § 101 et seq.) requires creditors to separate the debtor’s pre- and post-petition debt (usage charges).  The Bankruptcy Code also requires the utility to maintain the customer’s supplier relationship(s) through the post-petition period.  In order to separate the pre- and post-petition debt, PECO will disconnect the customer’s pre-petition account as of the filing date and connect the customer’s post-petition account as of the petition date.  

To maintain the supplier relationship(s) during the disconnect/connect process; PECO proposes adding an 814C outbound transaction specific to bankruptcy scenarios. 

Add following to PA Notes section of EDI 814 Change:  Beginning April 2014 when a customer files for Bankruptcy, PECO will send an 867 cancel back to the bill prior to the petition date. The system will then send an automated 814 change transaction specifying the pre-petition account number, and the corresponding post-petition account number.   Any charges incurred after the filing date will go to the post-petition account. The 814C will be received by all suppliers that served after the petition date. Suppliers that are no longer the active supplier will receive an 867 cancel for the old account, an outbound 814C for their specific effective date on the account, and 867MU/867 Final for each post-petition billing period they served,.  The active supplier on the account will receive all the same information less the 867 Final transaction.
