PECO is requesting minor changes to the 867HIU and 814E implementation guides, some administrative and some in preparation for PECO-specific HI enhancements pending for later in 2013.
Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which EDEWG Standards? Why?): 

1.  867HI, Pennsylvania notes, Page 5

    - Remove first bullet stating “transaction is optional in Pennsylvania”.    (PUC order dated 12/5/2012, Docket # M-2009-2092655, Page 13 requires “all EDCs covered by the smart meter mandates to install the capability to share a minimum of 12 months of historical interval account level or meter level usage via EDI.”)
    - Implementation Information– Please reword this PECO-specific language to read as follows:  “PECO – For any HIU in which the data precedes December 2010, PECO is required to force the QTY*01 segment to “actual” because actual versus estimate data is not available for dates preceding December 2010.”
2. 814E, HI REF*7G Rejection codes, Page 55
    - Add rejection reason code “NIA”, “Not Interval Account” to list as an available code, which matches the comparable SI rejection code.  PECO intends to use this when rejecting an HI request for a non-interval meter.  (Currently PECO is rejecting with a REF*7G code of “SNP” and text of “Service Not Provided – Meter Is Non-Interval”, which PECO intends to change.)

    - Add rejection reason code “IHA”, “Insufficient History Available” to list as an available code.  PECO intends to use this when rejecting an HI request for a meter that is interval but for which at least one full billing period of historical interval usage is not available.  (Currently PECO is rejecting with a REF*7G code of “SNP” and text of “Service Not Provided – Meter Is Non-Interval”, which PECO intends to change.)
