Brief Explanation (This will be copied into the description in the Change Control Summary Spreadsheet): 

PECO is requesting PECO-specific administrative changes to the 867MU and 867IU implementation guides with regard to the BPT04 segment.  All changes reflect practices that PECO currently subscribes to in production today.
Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which EDEWG Standards? Why?): 

Until recently, PECO was sending the following code in the BPT04 segment of the 867MU transaction:

-- For MV90 interval metered accounts, “X4”.
-- For both AMR and AMI interval metered accounts, “DD”.

The EDEWG standard indicates that “DD” is for monthly metered customers only.  The standard also indicates that the “X5” code is for interval metered accounts where summary data (aka 867MU) is being sent at the meter level.  (All PECO 867MUs are sent at the meter level.)
As a result, PECO is now sending the “X5” code in the 867MU for all interval metered accounts.  (For monthly metered accounts, PECO is still sending “DD”.)

Given this as well as the April 2013 changes that PECO implemented with regard to providing interval detail data, PECO requests that the PECO-specific comments within the Pennsylvania Notes sections of both the 867MU guide (Page 8) and 867IU guide (Page 9) be changed such that they read as follows:
        PECO – If account-level interval detail is requested, will provide using 867IU with BB, SU, and BQ loops.  If meter-level interval detail is requested, will provide using BB, BO, and PM loops.  Else, will provide an 867MU with BB, SU, and PM loops (BPT04 in 867MU will be “DD” for AMR monthly metered accounts and “X5” for interval metered accounts).
