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· Batching - Discuss technical details associated with two distinct types of batching functions.  

· Basic - user-based online Excel spreadsheet import
General consensus was to focus recommendations on dynamic batching.  Any basic batching build-out was viewed as an interim solution toward the ultimate goal of instilling dynamic batching.  

This is not meant to limit the build out of a basic batching function.  Instead, basic batching will simply not be required under the sub-groups recommendation.
· Dynamic - web services for system-to-system data exchange
Subject matter experts from PECO and PPL apprised the sub-group on the attributes and abilities of webservice systems.  

Subject matter experts agreed that webservices functionality requires large up-front costs but requires minimal ongoing costs.

After discussion with subject matter experts a majority of participants voiced their agreement that developing a portal with dynamic web-services functionality would be best.  
Such a recommendation would not inhibit any of the criteria already agreed upon (such as characteristics and event-logging).  Further, such functionality could be based on a webservice definition language that is alike across EDCs, similar to EDI.  

Next step is for Leadership to reach out to Texas market participants.  Goal is to leverage their experience using webservices for their state smart meter data clearinghouse.
