Add REF*7G code of NFI – Not First In under CE rejection codes in 814 enrollment response
Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which EDEWG Standards? Why?): 

This Change Control is to update the Implementation Guidelines to reflect a current practice for FirstEnergy.  In MetEd, Penelec, and Penn Power, if a supplier sends in an enrollment request on an account which is pending active with another supplier FirstEnergy will send a reject enrollment response for “NFI – Not First In” the REF*7G line.  Currently there is no provision for this in the Implementation Guideline.  This will add the code of “NFI” in the REF02 field and the description of “Not First In” in the REF03 field.  This will not affect West Penn Power as that EDU is “Last In”.  In addition, a gray box should be included with further explanation stating:  “Valid for LIN05 = CE.  The customer has enrolled with another CRES.  The customer cannot be enrolled until the pending enrollment is complete.”
