Modify the REF~SPL (Service Point Location) in the 814 Enrollment response to be Optional.   Also remove REF*7G code ‘ANV – Account Not Valid’ for PA use.
Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which EDEWG Standards? Why?): 

Not all EDCs are sending the REF~SPL in the 814 Enrollment Reponse transaction.  The current 814E guideline states if available, the EDU would send.   Consensus was to revise the gray box for the REF~SPL to be optional.   Sample change appears on p2 of this change request.

Additionally it was discovered the rejection reason code of ‘ANV – Account Not Valid’ in the REF*7G is not being used by any EDC in PA.   This change removes the ‘ANV’ code for PA use.  Sample change appears on p3 of this change request.
