During the March 2016 EDEWG call, Ernie Mathie (FirstEnergy) stated during an EDC poll on max # of SAC charges, the value of 7 reported in the EDI Implementation Guideline is incorrect.    He reported there was a change that removed the 7 charge limitation and cautioned while there is no limit, an excessive number of supplier charges would risk formatting issues in the supplier section on the FirstEnergy bill.
This change requests the EDI 810 LDC Implementation Guideline be updated in all locations to state FirstEnergy has no limit to the number of SAC charges on a single EDI 810 bill ready invoice.
