SURCHARGE

STATE TAX ADJUSTMENT SURCHARGE


In addition to the charges provided in this tariff, a surcharge of 0.051960% will apply to all charges for service rendered on or after the effective date of this tariff.


The above surcharge will be recomputed, using the same elements prescribed by the Commission.

a.
Whenever any of the tax rates used in the calculation of the surcharge are changed.

b.
Whenever the utility makes effective any increased or decreased rates; and

c.
On March 31, 1999, and each year thereafter.


The above recalculation will be submitted to the Commission within 10 days after the occurrence of the event or date which occasions such recomputation; and, if the recomputed surcharge is less than the one then in effect, the Company will, and if the recomputed surcharge is more than the one in effect, the Company may, submit with such recomputation a tariff or supplement to reflect such recomputed surcharge, the effective date of which shall be 10 days after filing.


PART II:  RULES AND REGULATIONS
Application for Service
1. Upon written application by the owner or tenant or his properly authorized agent, on forms furnished by the Water Company, for the immediate and continuous supply of water to premises abutting a public highway or a street or other location where a main of the distribution system of the Water Company is located, the Water Company will, subject to the provisions of this tariff, install the service connection and meter to such premises.  The cost of the labor and materials for the installation of said service connection and meter shall be borne by the Water Company. 

Service connection is hereby understood to include the corporation cock, the pipe from the corporation cock to the curb stop cock, the curb stop cock, and the curb box.  The meter is understood to include, in addition to the meter, a combination shut-off and drain valve to be located immediately on the supply side of the meter.

The Water Company shall determine the size of all service connections and the size and type of meter based on the initial pressure available at the main, length of service line, and the anticipated needs of the applicant.  The Water Company will repair, maintain and replace the service connection, meter, combination shut-off and drain valve as defined above, all of which are owned by the Company.

Discontinuance of Service, Allowance for Vacancy,

And Inter Period Billings                        

2. Any consumer may terminate his service contract with the 

Water Company and have his water service discontinued, upon giving written notice thereof to the Water Company.  Within a reasonable time thereafter, the Water Company will take final meter readings, shut-off the water at the curb cock, and prepare a water bill based on the water used, or a minimum bill, which ever is applicable.

No allowance for vacancy or for non-use of water will be made unless the consumer has given the Water Company written notice to discontinue service.

In case of a change of ownership or occupancy of a property, the new owner or occupant must make written application for water service as outlined under Rule I.

3. Applications may be cancelled or water service may be

discontinued by the Water Company upon giving to the applicant or consumer ten (10) days written notice thereof, for violation by applicant or consumer of any of the rules of the Water Company, or any amendment that may be thereto, or for other proper cause, and especially for any one or more of the following reasons:

A. For failure to pay water bills when due.

B. For failure to promptly repair or replace service lines or portions thereof which are the responsibility of the property owners, as defined in other parts of these rules.

C. For any tampering with any meter or seal thereof, or with any service pipe or curb cock or box, or permitting such tampering by others.

D. In the case of any metered sprinkler system connections, for the failure to promptly repair leaks in any portion of the underground or overhead systems, or for unwarranted consumption of water through a sprinkler system connection.

E. Charge for turn-on of service following the turn-off for nonpayment will be the actual cost of rendering the service. 

Multiple Meters for One Premise

4. It is generally advantageous for both the Water Company and the consumer to have but one service line and meter to a premises or industry.  However, in special instances, particularly large industrial consumers or apartment houses, multiple meters and even multiple service lines will be permitted.  Each case must be given special consideration by the Water Company.  However, each property owner or consumer shall understand that every consumer is considered as a separate account and will be subject to the schedule of rates as contained in the tariff, and that the average cost per unit of water consumed will be greater than if it were all consumed through one meter.

Multiple Premises for One Service Line or Meter

5. In general, it is desirable and will be required, that each premise have a separate service line and meter.  New installations of two or more premises on one service line or meter will not be permitted except upon written approval of the Water Company made after thorough investigation of the conditions.

When two or more premises are supplied through a single service, any violation of the rules of the Water Company with reference to either or any of the consumers, shall be deemed a violation as to all and the Water Company may enforce compliance with these rules by shutting off the entire service; except that such action shall not be taken until the innocent consumer, who is not in violation of the Water Company’s rules, has been given a reasonable notice and opportunity to attach his pipes to a separately controlled curb cock.

In instances where one or more premises, served by one service line or meter, which have in the past, been under one ownership, are sold so that they are owned individually, the Water company may at its discretion, require individual service lines and meters.

Quantity Recorded on Meter

6. The quantity recorded by the meter shall be conclusive and  

binding on both the consumer and the Water Company, except where the meter has been found to have ceased to register correctly; in which case the quantity used during a previous corresponding period or average of periods may be used as a basis for settlement at the discretion of the Water Company.

Minimum Charge for Water Service

7. Each quarterly minimum charge shall entitle the consumer to receive during the then current three month period, the amount of water which the minimum charge would pay at the schedule of meter rates herein set forth, or which may hereafter be adopted, but to no more, and all water taken in excess of such an amount shall be paid for at the schedule of meter rates.  The minimum charge shall be paid whether such amounts of water is taken or not.

Bills Sent to Consumer’s Address

  8. Bills and notices relating to the Water Company or its business will be mailed or delivered to the consumer’s last address, as shown on the books of the Water Company, and the Water Company shall not otherwise be responsible for delivery.  The Water Company will mail all such notices and bills to the address given on the application for water supply until further notice of change of address in writing has been filed with the Water Company by the consumer.  The Water Company holds the consumer responsible for all indebtedness to the Water Company, and will send all bills to his latest address, as indicated above.  If the consumer makes a separate agreement regarding payment of water bills such separate agreement will not be binding in any way on the Water Company.

Payment

9. Bills for all domestic, commercial and industrial service 

will be rendered monthly or quarterly at the option of the Company, except that residential customers may request a monthly bill.  All bills are payable upon presentation at the office of the company during its regular office hours or to any of its authorized collecting agents.

 10. A late payment charge of one and one-quarter (1 ¼) per cent 

     per month will be added to bills unpaid for twenty (20) days  

     after the due date.

Collection Procedure

 11. The regular water bill will be sent to the consumer on the

     first day of the month following the period for which the  

     charge applies.


Consumers who have not paid said bill on or before the due 

     date will have service discontinued only after compliance


with presently effective P.U.C. Rules and Regulations.    


In the case of any account which has not been paid within 


five (5) days following the due date, the consumer will be


given ten days written notice the account is past due.


Service will be shut off only in accordance with the rules


and regulations of the P.U.C. presently governing the same.   

Meter Testing Upon a Consumer’s Request

12. In case of a disputed account involving the accuracy of a

meter, such meter shall be tested upon the request of the

consumer in accordance with the procedure outlined by the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission.  In the event that the meter so tested is found to have an error in registration of 4 percent or more, the current bills will be increased or decreased accordingly.  Each request for the test of a meter for accuracy shall be accompanied by a deposit as permitted under presently effective P.U.C. rules and regulations. 

If the meter so tested shall be found to have an error of less than 4 percent, the deposit shall be retained by the Water Company.  If the error in registration is found to be 4 percent or more, or if for other reasons the disputed account is corrected substantially in favor of the consumer, the cost of the test shall be borne by the Water Company and the amount of the deposit shall be returned to the consumer.

13. All meters shall be furnished by and remain the property of the Water Company.  The size and type of all meters is to be determined by the Water Company.  All meters shall at all reasonable times be accessible to the Water Company and subject to its control.  The meter shall be conveniently located within the building supplied, at a point approved by the Water Company, so as to control the entire supply; and a proper place and protection thereof shall be provided by the consumer.  In any case where it is not convenient to place the meter within the building, the Water Company may, at the property owner’s expense, place it outside the building in a suitable meter vault.

Maintenance and Replacement of Service Lines and Meters

14. The routine testing maintenance, repair and replacement 

of meters, combination shut-off and drain valve at the meter, curb cock, curb box, corporation cock on the street main, and the service line between the corporation cock and the curb cock, due to normal wear and action of the water and the elements will be made by the Water Company at its own expense.

In case of damage to the meter by reason of any act or shall pay to the Water Company, the cost of its repair and replacement upon presentation of bill therefore. omission by others (such as damage occasioned by fire, frost, hot water, excavation, or misuse) the consumer 

shall pay to the Water Company, the cost of its repair and replacement upon presentation of bill therefore.

In setting or removing, or exchanging meters, the Water Company employees will use diligence and care not to damage adjoining piping, but in case the adjoining piping has deteriorated to a point where the meter cannot properly be set, it shall be the duty and the liability of the consumer to correct such piping as necessary.

Consumer’s Portion of Service Line

15. All service lines from the curb stop cock to the meter 


  shall be a type approved by the Water Company, installed


  at least four feet below the surface of the ground, and 


  kept in good repair by and at the expense of the consumer.

Maintenance of Piping, Etc., on Premises

16. The Water Company shall in no event be responsible for 

maintenance of, or damage done by water escaping from service pipe or any other pipe, on the outlet side of the curb stop cock, and the consumer shall, at all times, comply with State and Municipal regulations in reference thereto, and shall make any changes therein required on account of the state or road grade.

Water Department Control Curb Stop Cock

   17. The Water Company through its authorized representatives, 
  reserves the sole right to turn on or off the curb stop 


  cock.  Violation of this rule will make the consumer 


  liable to penalties as provided for under Rule 3.

Cross Connections, Plumbing Details, Inspection of Premises

18.   Cross connections with non-potable water supplies or 

connections to tanks, containers, or other apparatus       made in such a way that there will be a possibility of non-potable liquids, or other material entering the water lines, either with the water pressure or in case the water pressure be off will not be permitted.


   All service lines, meters, and fixtures, including any 


   and all fixtures and water piping within the premises


   receiving the supply of water shall at all reasonable


   hours be subject to inspection and shut off by any


   authorized representative of the Water Company.

Discontinuance of Service on Account of Repairs to Mains, Etc.

19.   Water Company reserves the right to shut off the water 


   from any distribution mains without notice, for the 

     purpose of making repairs, extensions, or for any other

     purpose when necessary, but it will use its best efforts

     as far as circumstances will permit, to notify consumers

     of its intention so to do.

Reservation of Supply

 20.   The Water Company reserves the right to reserve a       


  sufficient supply of water at all times in its reservoirs

       to provide for fire and other emergencies, and in the 

       event any accident or damage to any part of its works or

       equipment or breakdown of machinery or bursting of any

       main or any other occurrence whatsoever affecting its 

       plant or equipment or the operation thereof, the Water

       Company shall not be liable to any consumer of water for

       failure of pressure or of supply.

20.   A temporary water supply for building or other 

     construction purposes may be obtained upon making a 

     written request to the Water Company and making a $10.00

     deposit.  All water used through a temporary connection

     will be billed to the applicant at the regular Water

     Company rates, and at such intervals as the Water Company

     deems advisable.  In addition, the applicant must pay all

     labor costs of installation and removal of said temporary

     connection, plus the cost of all materials used, less

     their salvage value after removal.  In making the final

     billing for a temporary connection, the $10.00 deposit

     will be credited to the applicant, or should the final

     billing be less than $10.00 the balance will be refunded

     to the applicant.

Water Main Extension

21.   Water Main extensions to serve property owners outside of

     the area of the service of the Wilcox Water Company will 

     be made only after an equitable agreement is reached 

     between the interested property owners individually or

      collectively.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

Water Conservation Contingency Plan.

(a) General

If the Water Company is experiencing a short-term supply shortage, the Company may request general conservation measures to reduce or eliminate nonessential uses of water.

(b) Voluntary Conservation

The Company shall first request voluntary curtailment of all nonessential uses of water.

(c) Mandatory Conservation

If voluntary cooperation does not achieve satisfactory results, mandatory compliance will be imposed.  If any customer refuses to comply with such mandatory measures the Company may, after proper notice and explanation, either adjust the outside water valve connection in a manner which will restrict water flow up to one half, or otherwise restrict flow such as by the insertion of a plug device.  If customer compliance is still not achieved, complete service termination may be imposed by an Administrative Law Judge or other presiding officer following an expedited hearing.


(d) Nonessential Uses of Water

Nonessential uses of water include, at a minimum those contained in 52 Pa. Code §65.1, as follows:

(1) The use of hoses, sprinklers, or other means for sprinkling or watering of shrubbery, trees, lawns, grass, plants, vines, garden, vegetables, flowers, or any other vegetation.



(2)
The use of water for washing automobiles, trucks,




trailers, trailer houses, or any other type of 




mobile equipment.   

(3) The washing of streets, driveways, parking lots, 

service station aprons, office buildings, exteriors of homes, sidewalks, apartments, or other outdoor surfaces.

(4) The operation of any ornamental fountain or other 

structures making a similar use of water.

(5) The use of water for filling swimming or wading

pools.

(6) The operation of any water-cooled air conditioning

which does not have water-conserving equipment.

(7) The use of water from fire hydrants for 

construction purposes or fire drills.

(8) The use of water to flush a sewer line or sewer

manhole.

(9) The use of water for commercial farms and 

nurseries other than a bare minimum to preserve

plants, crops, and livestock.

(e) Water Rationing Plan

In addition to the provisions as set forth above, the Pennsylvania Emergency Management Agency is authorized to promulgate, adopt, and enforce a Water Rationing Plan by virtue of the Emergency Management Services Code, 35 Pa. C. S. §7101 et seq. as implemented by the Drought Emergency Proclamation dated November 6, 1980.

(f) Excess Use Charges

In the event of a drought emergency, (as declared by a river basin commission and/or by a proclamation or executive order issued by the Governor), the Wilcox Water Company, Inc. is authorized to collect fines and/or excess use charges set forth in its Local Water Rationing Plan as filed with and approved by the Pennsylvania Emergency Management Agency.

Main Extensions Contributions In Aid of Construction

(a) The Utility will extend existing distribution mains a 

distance of thirty-five (35) feet for each bona fide prospective customer making application for water service there from for a period of one year or more under these Rules and Regulations.  Such extensions will be made without cost to such customer(s).

(b) With an extension greater than thirty-five (35) feet in 

length for each bona fide prospective customer is required or requested, such extension will be made under the terms of an “Extension Deposit Agreement.”

The Utility shall have the exclusive right to determine the type and size of mains to be installed and the other facilities required to render adequate service.

However, where the Utility decides to install a pipe larger than necessary to render extension of adequate service to the applicant, all estimated or actual cost figures referred to in the “Extension Deposit Agreement” shall include the material cost and installation cost for a pipe the size of which is necessary to provide adequate service to the applicant.

Any incremental costs of a larger pipe will be the responsibility of the Utility.  All estimated or actual cost figures referred to in the “Extension Deposit Agreement” shall include a reasonable allowance for overhead costs and taxes.  The minimum pipe size for main extensions shall be six inches per 52 Pa. Code Chapter 65.17 (b).

(c) In determining the length of and necessity for any 

extension required, the terminal point of such extension shall in all cases, be at that point in the curb line which is equidistant from the side property lines of the last lot for which water service is requested.  A street service connection will be provided only for customer service lines that extend from the curb to the premises to be served which are laid in a straight line at right angles to the curb line.

(d) For the purposes of this rule:

(1) “Bona fide prospective customers” shall mean any

owner or lessee who is or will be the occupant of an existing developed premises having a curb line abutting on that part of a street or public highway in which there is, or is to be, located a distribution main of the Utility, who shall file a signed application for a new street service connection to such premises and for water service to begin immediately following installation of the street service connection.

(2) “Street service connection” shall mean a pipe 

with appurtenances used to conduct water from a distribution main of the Utility to the curb line of the premises.

(e) Contributions or advances considered to be taxable 

income as defined by the Internal Revenue Service will be accounted for in the terms of the agreement.  The Utility has chosen the following methodology with regard to the ratemaking treatment of taxes resulting from contributions and customer advances:

Full gross-up:  The Contribution in Aid of Construction (CIAC) or Customer Advances (CA) received by the utility is “grossed-up” to include the additional funds necessary to pay state and federal income taxes.  The amount of the funds (CIAC or CA) must be sufficient to pay for the extension and pay for the state and federal income taxes.

The application will deposit with the Utility, upon notice that the Utility is prepared and able to go forward with the work, an amount in cash equal to: (1) the estimated cost, less (2) the applicable credit divided by (3) the Income Tax Expansion Factor, where items (1), (2) and (3) are to be determined as follows:



(1) The Estimated Cost of the Applicant’s deposit shall 


include estimates of the cost of said main(s) and

 


of any other facilities which the Utility shall




have decided are required to render adequate 




service.

(2) The Applicable Credit shall be a credit equal to 

the amount produced by multiplying (2) the average

estimated cost per foot of the extension by (b) thirty-five (35) feet, and by multiplying the product thereof by (c) the number of bona fide prospective customers who will be directly served by said extension.

(3) The Income Tax Expansion factor shall be a 

Fraction, expressed as a decimal, and shall be equal to 1.00 minus the value calculated by solving the following equation:

X = PTR + (1.00 – PTR) FTR

Where the “PTR” is the Negotiated Pennsylvania Income Tax Rate expressed as a decimal, in effect for the taxable year during the aforesaid cash payment would be included in the Utility’s Pennsylvania taxable income.  And, where “FDR” is the Negotiated Federal Income Tax Rate expressed as a decimal, in effect for the taxable year during the aforesaid cash payment would be included in the Utility’s Federal taxable income.

(f) When an agreement calls for the refunding of deposits, 

the Utility will refund to the applicant, during the period of ten (10) years from actual date of deposit, a Per-Customer Refund Amount for each additional bona fide prospective customer for whom a street service connection shall be directly attached to such main extension, as distinguished from extensions or branches thereof; provided however, that the total amount refunded shall not exceed the original deposit, without interest, and that all or any part of the deposit not refunded within said 10-year period shall become the property of the Utility.  The Per-Customer Refund Amount shall be an amount equal to the average actual completed cost of thirty-five (35) feet of the said extension divided by the aforesaid Income Tax Expansion Factor in effect during the year of refund.

(g) At the conclusion of the project, there shall be a 

Reconciliation of the actual costs incurred to the amount of deposit that has been paid.  If the actual cost exceeds the deposit, the Applicant shall be responsible for payment of the difference to the Utility.  If the deposit exceeds the actual cost, the Utility shall refund the difference.

(h) There shall be a reconciliation of the level of taxes 

applicable to the project when the Utility determines its tax liability for state and federal government income tax purposes.  Any differences between actual and estimated taxes shall be paid in the same manner as described above regarding project costs.

(i) The tax rates contained in the calculation of the 

Income Tax Expansion Factor shall be negotiated by the Utility and the Applicant based upon that rate which the parties deem to be applicable to the income of the Utility and the type of income tax return to be filed.
