SCHEDULING AND BRIEFING ORDER
A Prehearing Conference was held in the above-captioned case on September 29, 2009.
As a result, the parties agreed to certain procedural matters and a schedule for the proceeding.

THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:

1)
That on or before Friday, October 9, 2009, all parties other than PPL Electric Utilities Corporation shall serve their written Direct Testimony, prepared in accordance with the requirements of 52 Pa.Code § 5.412(e).
2)
That on or before 12:00 Noon on Monday, October 26, 2009, all parties shall serve their written Rebuttal Testimony, prepared in accordance with the requirements of 52 Pa.Code § 5.412(e).

3)
That on or before Friday, October 30, 2009, all parties shall serve their written Surrebuttal Testimony, prepared in accordance with the requirements of 52 Pa.Code § 5.412(e).
4)
That on or before 3:00 p.m. on Monday, November 2, 2009, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation shall serve a written outline of proposed oral Rejoinder Testimony.
5)
That the period in which parties may propound discovery pursuant to the provisions of 52 Pa.Code Chapter 5, Subchapter D shall terminate on Monday, October 26, 2009.
6)
That answers to written Interrogatories shall be served, in-hand, within seven calendar days of service of the written Interrogatories.  If receipt of the written Interrogatories occurs after 12:00 Noon on a Friday or a day preceding a Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission holiday, the seven day period to serve answers shall commence on the following Monday or on the next business day.

7)
That objections to written Interrogatories shall be orally communicated to the propounding party within three calendar days of service of the written Interrogatories.  Unresolved objections to written Interrogatories shall be served in writing on the propounding party within five calendar days of service of the written Interrogatories.

8)
That Motions to Compel answers to written Interrogatories that have been objected to in writing and Answers to Motions to Compel shall be filed and served within three calendar days of receipt of the written objections or of the Motion to Compel.

9)
That responses or objections to requests for documents, entry for inspection and other purposes shall be served within seven calendar days of receipt of the request.  If receipt of the request occurs after 12:00 Noon on a Friday or a day preceding a Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission holiday, the seven day period to serve answers shall commence on the following Monday or on the next business day.
10)
That requests for admissions shall be deemed admitted unless answered or objected to within seven calendar days of service.  If receipt of the request occurs after 12:00 Noon on a Friday, or a day preceding a Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission holiday, the period to serve answers or objections shall commence on the following Monday or on the next business day.
11)
That an Initial and further Hearing shall be held in an available Hearing Room, Commonwealth Keystone Building, North Street and Commonwealth Avenue, Harrisburg, Pennsylvania, beginning each day at 10:00 a.m., on Tuesday and Wednesday, November 3 and 4, 2009.

12)
That the parties shall file and serve Main Briefs on or before Friday, December 4, 2009.

13)
That the parties shall file and serve Reply Briefs on or before Friday, December 18, 2009.

14)
That the record shall close at 4:30 p.m. prevailing local time on Friday, December 18, 2009.
15)
That all Briefs shall comply with the requirements of 52 Pa.Code §§ 5.501 and 5.502 and, in addition to the mandatory contents set forth in 52 Pa.Code § 5.501(a), Main Briefs shall contain:

i)
A statement of the questions involved.

ii)
Proposed findings of fact with references to transcript pages or exhibits where supporting evidence appears.

iii)
Proposed conclusions of law with references to supporting statute or regulation provisions or supporting case law citation.

iv)
Proposed ordering paragraphs specifically identifying the relief sought.

16)
That an original and nine copies of all Briefs shall be filed in accordance with 52 Pa.Code § 5.502(a), one copy shall be served on the presiding Administrative Law Judge, and two copies shall be served on each party.  Additionally, the presiding Administrative Law Judge shall be served with an electronic copy of each Brief either by e-mail or on computer disk in Word 2007, or a compatible, format.

That a Brief not filed and served on or before the date fixed therefor will not be accepted for filing, except by special permission of the presiding Administrative Law Judge.
