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MOTION OF CHAIRMAN CAWLEY
Beginning in 2004, the Pennsylvania General Assembly enacted, and the Governor signed, a series of legislation promoting the development of renewable energy in Pennsylvania generally, and solar alternative energy specifically.  The attached proposed Policy Statement is designed to provide a foundation from which we can achieve these solar renewable energy goals at least cost to Pennsylvania consumers.  More specifically, this policy seeks to provide the longer term revenue stability that is likely needed to support both small scale and large scale solar development, and to address other barriers which could prevent new solar projects from coming to fruition in Pennsylvania.
This proposed Policy Statement is issued tentatively.  Parties are encouraged to provide responsive comments to ensure that the final statement will achieve these objectives.
THEREFORE, I MOVE THAT:

1. The Law Bureau, in collaboration with the Bureau of Conservation, Economics and Energy Planning, draft an appropriate order consistent with this Motion.
2. A stakeholder working group be formed as directed in the proposed Policy Statement.
3. The Order be published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin and  served upon the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Office of Small Business Advocate, the Department of Environmental Protection, the Department of Community and Economic Development, all Electric Distribution Companies, and Electric Generation Suppliers.
