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ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:


The Commission is rescinding its Policy Statement in 52 PA. Code §§ 69.511 – 69.513 relating to the Operation of the Telecommunications Relay Service System and Relay Service Fund.  The rescission shall take effect immediately upon publication of this order in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.  
Background

The Commission’s Policy Statement at 52 Pa. Code §§ 69.511 – 69.513 became effective on April 17, 1999, upon publication at 29 Pa. B. 2034.  The purpose for the Policy Statement was to ensure accurate TRS Surcharge calculations, accurate and timely remittance of TRS Surcharge revenues, and cooperation with audit procedures.  On August 21, 2008, at L-2008-2020165, the Commission adopted a Final Rulemaking Order codifying provisions of the subject Policy Statement so as to ensure adequate Telephone Relay Service (TRS) fund balances, timely remittance of TRS fund revenues, and cooperation with TRS fund audits.  

Discussion

The Policy Statement is being rescinded by the Commission to remove obsolete material from the Pennsylvania Code.  The rescission of this obsolete material will eliminate any confusion regarding which provisions of the regulations control the management and operation of the TRS Fund.  Simultaneous to the publication of this rescission, the Commission is publishing final-form TRS Fund management regulations that incorporate the provisions of the Policy Statement and therefore render the Policy Statement obsolete.  The effective date of this rescission coincides with the effective date of the final form regulations.  See TRS Rulemaking, L-2008-2020165 (August 21, 2008).
Conclusion

Accordingly, pursuant to Sections 501, 1501, 3015, and 3019 of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§ 501, 1501, 3015, & 3019; Sections 201 and 202 of the Act of July 31, 1968, P.L. 769 No. 240, as amended, 45 P.S. §§ 1201 - 1202, and the associated regulations at 1 Pa. Code §§ 7.1, 7.2, and 7.5; Section 204(b) of the Commonwealth Attorneys Act, Act of October 15, 1980, P.L. 950, as amended, 71 P.S. 732.204(b); Section 745.5 of the Regulatory Review Act, Act of June 25, 1982, P.L. 633, as amended, 71 P.S. § 745.5; and Section 612 of the Administrative Code of April 9, 1929, P.L. 177, as amended, 71 P.S. § 232, and the associated regulations at 4 Pa. Code § 7.231-7.234, we find that rescinding the Policy Statement at 52 Pa. Code §§ 69.511 – 513 should be approved as set forth in Annex A, attached hereto; THEREFORE, 

IT IS ORDERED:
1.  That the regulations at 52 PA. Code Chapter 69 are hereby amended by the rescission of the Policy Statement at 52 Pa. Code §§ 69.511 – 69.513 as set forth in Annex A hereto.


2.  That the Secretary shall certify this Order and Annex A and deposit them with the Legislative Reference Bureau for publication in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.

3.  That the Secretary shall submit this Order and Annex A to the Governor’s Budget Office for review of fiscal impact.


4.  That a copy of this Order and Annex A shall be served upon the Pennsylvania Telephone Association and all local exchange carriers in Pennsylvania and that a copy be filed at the related rulemaking Docket L‑2008-202165.
