BRIEFING ORDER

Hearings were held in this matter on April 14-16, 2010.  At the conclusion of the hearings, I issued briefing instructions and indicated that these directives would also be set forth in a Briefing Order.  The deadlines for filing of Main and Reply Briefs and the process for requesting briefing extensions were previously established in a Procedural Order, issued August 20, 2009, in this matter.


THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That, in order to focus briefing efforts and facilitate decision preparation, a common briefing outline is required.  The parties are to collaborate in this effort so that every issue to be addressed by any party is included.  AT&T is requested to provide the common briefing outline to me no later than Friday, April 30, 2010.  Parties which elect not to address a particular issue should so indicate at the appropriate section of the brief. 
2.
That briefs are to comply with 52 Pa. Code §5.501, including the requirement that briefs provide transcript, testimony and/or exhibit references to show where the evidence appears in the record.  Statements of questions involved, as well as proposed findings of fact (with appropriate transcript, prepared testimony and/or exhibit references), conclusions of law, and ordering paragraphs, are mandatory.  The parties must include a succinct summary of their own positions and rebuttal to other positions at the beginning of their briefs.  

3.
That Main Briefs are limited to one hundred (100) pages and Reply Briefs are limited to sixty (60) pages, with the exception that the procedural history, proposed findings of fact, conclusions of law, and ordering paragraphs can be included in an attached appendix (the appendix would not be included in the page limitation). 

4.
That if a brief contains a citation to an unreported decision, which is not available on LEXIS or the Commission’s website, a copy of that unreported decision must be appended to the brief, and these unreported decisions also will not be included in the page limitation.


5.
That the parties provide me with one (1) hard copy and an e-version (in Word 2003 or compatible) of each brief.


6.
That parties comply with 52 Pa. Code §5.502 with respect to the filing and service of briefs, except that all parties are to file main and reply briefs at the same time. 



7.
That when filing any exceptions and reply exceptions, the parties shall serve a copy on the Commission’s Office of Special Assistants.
