BY THE COMMISSION:



On November 18, 1998, at Docket Number R-9073981, the Commission approved the Joint Petition for Full Settlement of the restructuring proceeding filed by West Penn Power Company (West Penn Power) so as to comply with the requirements of the Electricity Generation Customer Choice and Competition Act, 66 Pa. C.S. §§2801-2812.   Among the provisions of the approved settlement was one establishing a Sustainable Energy Fund to promote (1) the development and use of renewable energy and clean energy technologies, (2) energy conservation and efficiency and (3) renewable business initiatives. 


On May 21, 1999, the Commission approved the Advisory Board and on June 2, 2000, approved the By-laws for the West Penn Sustainable Energy Fund.  The approval of the By-laws allowed the fund to begin operations to promote the development of and use of renewable and clean energy technologies in Pennsylvania. 


At the Advisory Board meeting of the West Penn Power Sustainable Energy Fund on February 16, 2011, the Board took action to nominate and approve Mr. Edward Miller, to serve on the Board of Directors.  Mr. Miller is General Manager of Custom Programs Development at Allegheny Power and would serve as the utility representative to the Advisory Board. 


By letter petition dated April 18, 2011, the West Penn Power 
Sustainable Energy Fund requested that the Commission approve the appointment of Mr. Edward Miller to the Board to replace Ms. Cassandra Robinson who represented Allegheny Power while serving on the Advisory Board.  


The West Penn Power Sustainable Energy Fund did not send out notice of the board vacancy or put notice of Board vacancy on its website because the slot is kept available for a utility representative.


Since the appointment fills the slot designated for an electric utility representative and was approved unanimously by the established Board, the Commission is of the opinion that the nomination is acceptable.  We are satisfied, after reviewing Mr. Miller’s qualifications, that Mr. Miller will be a valuable asset on the Board.
