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ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:

Now before the Commission is an Application to Abandon filed on March 25, 2009, by Coral Power, LLC (Coral).  Coral, through its successor Shell Energy North America (US) LP (SENA), is seeking Commission approval for the abandonment of its electric generation supplier (EGS) license at Docket No. A-110116.  Coral was merged into its parent company, SENA, on June 1, 2008.  SENA does not have an EGS license, however, it is licensed as a natural gas supplier in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.
On June 1, 1999, Coral filed an Application for an EGS license, at Docket No. A-110116.  By Order, entered August 26, 1999, the Commission granted Coral’s request for an EGS license as a supplier.  By Application filed March 25, 2009, Coral requests that the Commission cancel its EGS license.  There are no outstanding fines pending against Coral.  There are also no outstanding formal or informal complaints.  Additionally, on February 20, 2013, the Department of Revenue indicated that it has closed its interests and corporate tax account with Coral Power LLC.
Coral states that it has never provided power under its EGS license to any retail customers in Pennsylvania.
Since Coral has never served customers, we believe that the voluntary relinquishment and abandonment of Coral’s license will have no impact on the public, electric distribution companies, or default service providers.  Accordingly, we will waive the notification provisions of 52 PA Code Section 54.41(b) and the provisions of the Interim Guidelines Regarding Notification by an Electric Generation Supplier of Operational Changes Affecting Customer Service and Contracts, at Docket No. M‑00960890F0013, directing the abandoning EGS to publish legal notice of its cessation of service.
As a result of Coral’s desire to no longer provide service as an EGS, we find no valid reason to deny Coral’s Application to Abandon and will cancel its EGS license at Docket No. A-110116; THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That the Application to Abandon filed by Coral Power, LLC on March 25, 2009, is hereby granted.



2.
That the electric generation supplier license held by Coral Power, LLC, at Docket No. A-110116, is cancelled.

3.
That if there are no outstanding complaints against Coral Power, LLC or outstanding claims against Coral Power, LLC’s financial security sixty (60) days after the entry date of this order, the Secretary shall return Coral Power, LLC’s financial security.

4.
That the notification provisions under 52 PA Code Section 54.41(b) are waived consistent with the discussion in this Order.
5.
That the notification provisions of the Interim Guidelines Regarding Notification by an Electric Generation Supplier of Operational Changes Affecting Customer Service and Contracts, at Docket No. M-00960890F0013, are waived consistent with the discussion in this Order.
6.
That the Secretary shall strike the Company’s name from all active utility lists maintained by the Annual Report Section of the Secretary’s Bureau and the Assessment Section of the Bureau of Administration.
7.
That a copy of this order be served on the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Office of Small Business Advocate, and all electric distribution companies.

8.
That a copy of this order be served on the Department of Revenue, Bureau of Corporation Taxes and the Department of Revenue, Bureau of Compliance.



9.
That this proceeding at Docket No. A-110116 be closed.
