The Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission’s (PUC) Office of Competitive Market Oversight (OCMO) requests that all Electric Generation Suppliers (EGS) that provided variable- priced service to residential and small business customers
 in Pennsylvania during the time period starting December 1, 2013 and ending February 20, 2014 send copies of the relevant disclosure statements to the OCMO email inbox.  This refers to the disclosure statements that are provided to your residential/small business customers pursuant to 52 Pa Code § 54.5.

This request is based on the Commission’s action taken at the Public Meeting of February 20, 2014 at Docket Number M-2014-2406134.  In that action, the Commission directed OCMO to obtain copies of disclosure statements from EGSs who offer variable-priced products.  The Commission stated:

Please provide copies of Customer Disclosure Statements for variable priced products

Provided through contracts in effect for service rendered for the period December 1, 2013 through February 20, 2014.  

This request is also based on the Commission’s regulation at 52 Pa Code § 54.9(3):

(3) EDCs and EGSs shall give the Commission access to disclosure statements, billing and other customer information resources for compliance reviews as deemed necessary by the Commission. When complaints arise and are brought before the Commission for resolution, the obligation of the EGS shall be extended to the provision of pricing information.

We are requesting that the disclosure statements be sent electronically to the Commission to the OCMO inbox at ra-OCMO@pa.gov by the close of business on Monday, March 3, 2014.
