For your convenience, the survey form may be downloaded from the web address http://www.puc.state.pa.us/utility_industry/electricity/retail_choice_activity_reports.aspx 
and submitted via email to ccovage@pa.gov.  Licensed brokers/marketers are not required to file this survey.  The document should be marked confidential. 


The Commission has authority to monitor the market for the supply and distribution of electricity to retail customers and take steps to prevent anticompetitive or discriminatory conduct and the unlawful exercise of market power. See 66 Pa.C.S. § 2811(a).  In addition, the Commission has authority to conduct an investigation on the proper functioning of the competitive retail electricity market and request information from EGSs as part of that investigation.  See 66  Pa.C.S. §§ 2811(b) and (c).  


In recent months, the Commission has received numerous customer complaints regarding price spikes associated with variable rate offerings. In order to monitor the proper functioning of the competitive retail electric market, and to address concerns raised by customers regarding variable rate offerings, all EGSs serving customer accounts in Pennsylvania, that are not licensed brokers or marketers are asked to provide the information requested in the attached survey.
