TO ALL PARTIES:
On March 18, 2016, the Commission issued the Recommended Decision of Administrative Law Judges Christopher P. Pell and Marta Guhl in this proceeding.  By Secretarial Letter issued that same date, the Commission advised the Parties that Exceptions were limited to forty pages in length and Replies to Exceptions were limited to twenty-five pages in length.  See 52 Pa. Code §§ 5.533(c) and 5.535(a).
By correspondence dated March 22, 2016, counsel for Philadelphia Gas Works (PGW) requested a waiver of the page limit for both Exceptions and Replies to Exceptions.  Counsel stated that the request was “based on the significant number of issues involved in this matter.”  Counsel requested that the page limit for Exceptions be sixty pages, and the page limit for Replies to Exceptions be forty-five pages.  Finally, counsel represented that the other Parties to the case did not oppose this request. 
The Commission may waive a requirement in its Rules of Administrative Practice and Procedure when necessary or appropriate, if the waiver does not adversely affect a substantive right of a party.  52 Pa. Code § 1.2.  Considering that the Recommended Decision exceeds 200 pages, we find it is necessary or appropriate to modify the page limits for Exceptions and Replies to Exceptions.  We shall therefore grant PGW’s request to extend the page limit for Exceptions to sixty pages, and the page limit for Replies to Exceptions to forty-five pages.
