| urge the PUC to support the following interpretation:

Under the supplemental interpretations offered by Chairman Brown and Vice Chairman Place,
qualifying facilities must be located within Pennsylvania — with no “grandfathering” of out-of-state
facilities that were certified prior to October 30, with comments requested regarding treatment of
already generated or ‘banked’ credits from out-of-state facilities.

Supporting this interpretation will create more economic opportunity and an image of a Commonwealth that is
concerned about the future which will help us to attract more young people to Pittsburgh and

Pennsylvania. Effectively negating the action of our State Legislature on this issue disrespects the will of the
People and creates an image that is not forward thinking and unconcerned about the negative effects of fossil
fuels.
