Assumption of Jurisdiction Over Pole Attachments Extension of NPRM Reply Comment Deadline to November 28, 2018

On July 12, 2018, the Commission issued a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (NPRM) regarding its Assumption of Commission Jurisdiction Over Pole Attachments from the Federal Communications Commission (FCC).  The NPRM provided interested persons with the opportunity to file comments with the Commission within 30 days of publication of the NPRM in the Pennsylvania Bulletin and reply comments 15 days thereafter.  Notice of the NPRM was published in Volume 48 of the Pennsylvania Bulletin Vol. 48, No. 39 on September 29, 2018.  Comments were therefore due on Monday, October 29, 2018 and reply comments on Tuesday, November 13, 2018.


On November 1, 2018, the Broadband Cable Association of Pennsylvania (BCAP) submitted a letter petition to the Commission requesting that the Commission provide it with an additional 7 days to provide reply comments (November 20, 2018) owing to the volume and complexity of filed comments and the need to obtain association member approval of its filings.  The Commission notes that it does not appear that BCAP served its petition on other commenters.


In addition, the Commission notes that multiple commenters pointed out that the FCC issued two orders significant to its pole attachment policies in the weeks after this Commission issued its NPRM.  Given the BCAP request, and to accommodate a complete examination of the recent FCC developments, the Commission will grant the BCAP request, but will extend the Reply Comment period to 30 days.


Reply comments to the above-referenced NPRM will be due on Wednesday, November 28, 2018.
