The Commission’s Regulation Governing the Consumer Advisory Council, 52 Pa. Code Ch. 91, Extension of ANOPR Comment Deadline to February 8, 2019

On October 25, 2018, the Commission issued an Advance Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (ANOPR) regarding the Commission’s Regulation Governing the Consumer Advisory Council, 52 Pa. Code Ch. 91.  The ANOPR provided interested persons with the opportunity to file comments with the Commission within 45 days of publication of the ANOPR in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.  Notice of the ANOPR was published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin Vol. 48, No. 45 on November 10, 2018.  Comments are therefore due on Wednesday, December 26, 2018, because the 45th day would otherwise fall on a holiday when the Commission is closed.

On November 29, 2018, the Consumer Advisory Council (CAC) submitted a letter
 to the Commission requesting that the Commission provide interested parties with an additional 45 days to provide written comments (which would make comments due February 8, 2019).  The CAC identified the following reasons as grounds for granting an extension:  (1) the majority of the comment period falls between the Thanksgiving and Christmas holidays; (2) the comment period occurs during a time when the General Assembly is not in session and at the end of a two‑year legislative session;
 and (3) the CAC has a regularly scheduled meeting at the end of January 2019 during which the Council could utilize its time to formulate appropriate comments, discuss said comments, and ratify them prior to the February 8, 2019 deadline.  
The Commission notes that it does not appear that CAC served its letter on other potentially interested parties that were identified in the Commission’s ANOPR.  However, the impact of this service issue is de minimis because it will be effectively cured through service of this Secretarial Letter on all affected parties, who will equally benefit from the extension.

Given the CAC request and to further the desire to fully examine Chapter 91 of the Commission’s regulations, the Commission will grant the CAC request, extending the comment period by 45 days.  Comments to the above-referenced ANOPR will be due on Friday, February 8, 2019.
