3. NY CWG Proposals & Discussions
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The NY CWG did not meet in February; therefore, there is nothing new to report.

4. PA C2C Guideline Updates
The comment period for the PA C2C Guideline Updates that VZ filed on 12/19/03
(based upon NY 4Q updates) has concluded. Staffis working to get the proceeding
on the PUC’s agenda for consideration. It was also noted that the same guideline
updates have been approved without revision in Maryland and Washington, D.C.

5. PA Carrier-to-Carrier Reports
Nothing to Report.

6. Third-Party Review and Transition Update
The PUC Audit Bureau reported that they are on target for submission of the DCI
Audit Report and Implementation Plan to the Commission for consideration at its
3/18/04 public meeting. At that time, the Report and Plan will become public and
CLECs and other parties will have the opportunity to review and provide comments to
the PUC.

7. Access to Vz Algorithms Update
VZ met with several CLECs as a subgroup regarding VZ’s proposed CMA License
Agreement. The CLECs agreed to provide requirements for revisions to the
document. CLEC input has not yet been provided but is expected to be provided
shortly.

8. FCC’s Triennial review order.
A recent District Court Ruling has overturned key aspects of the FCC’s Triennial
Review Order. Staff indicated the ruling was being reviewed and it was premature to
predict what action the PUC may take in light of this recent decision.

9. Metrics Restatement Issues (Month over Month reports August 3, 2003)
AT&T indicated that there has been recent activity in other jurisdictions where VZ
has agreed to change the C2C report format to be more user-friendly. If that occurs,
and the changes are also implemented in PA, then AT&T indicated it will no longer
has any points of contention regarding this issue.

10. DL/WP Sub Committee
The Sub Committee distributed its proposal for two new white page directory listing
metrics to the CWG for its consideration. A document explaining the proposal
including the steps for implementation was also provided.(These documents are
provided as attachments to the minutes.) The proposed metrics contain a few areas of
“non-consensus” which will require PUC to decide the appropriate metric language
and/or standard. The participants reviewed the documents and asked several
clarifying questions. At the conclusion of the discussion, the group agreed to refer the
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proposal to the PUC for its consideration and action. It was agreed that VZ PA would
formally file the proposal, citing points of consensus and non-consensus and indicate
that the proposal had come from the CWG. At that time, a comment cycle will be
initiated (20 day initial comments and 10 day reply comments). Once the comment
cycle has concluded, staff will present the issues to the PUC for its deliberation and
decision.

11. New Business
A request was made to change the start time for TELECONFERENCE meetings to
from 11 AM to 10 AM. The face to face meetings will continue to start at 11 AM.
The group concurred with the request and the website and all other meeting
notifications will be updated to reflect this change.
