Dear Mr. McNulty:

Verizon Pennsylvania, Inc. (Verizon PA), AT&T Communications of Pennsylvania, Inc. (AT&T), and MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc. (MCI WorldCom) would like to inform this Commission that we have reached agreement on a consensus Performance Assurance Plan (PAP) for Pennsylvania that is, except for two limited issues noted below, consistent with ALJ Schnierle’s Recommended Decision in this proceeding.  In light of this development, we urge the Commission to move expeditiously to adopt this consensus PAP, and to resolve the remaining issues in this proceeding. 
  


On April 9, 2002, Verizon Virginia Inc., Verizon PA’s Virginia affiliate, filed with the Virginia State Corporation Commission a consensus Performance Assurance Plan developed by a Collaborative Committee formed under the leadership of the Virginia Commission Staff.   The Virginia PAP was filed by Verizon Virginia without objection by AT&T, MCI WorldCom and other parties to the Virginia Collaborative Committee.   The Virginia consensus PAP is consistent in virtually all respects with the Recommended Decision issued by ALJ Schnierle last October.  A copy of this consensus PAP, adapted for Pennsylvania, is attached hereto in both a “redline” and “clean” version.


In view of this development, Verizon PA, AT&T, and MCI WorldCom support the adoption of this consensus PAP in Pennsylvania.  It is consistent with the ALJ Schnierle’s recommended PAP, with the two exceptions described below:

1.  The Recommended Decision permitted “double-dipping” between the PAP and interconnection agreements. This issue was resolved in the Virginia PAP by prohibiting double-dipping for new interconnection agreements only when the performance deficiency results from the same “acts, omissions, performance, or failure or deficiency in performance.”  Neither Verizon PA, AT&T nor MCI WorldCom object to this resolution of this issue.

2.  The Recommended Decision provided for an 18 month  “ramp-up” of the flow-through provisions of the PAP.  This issue was resolved in the Virginia PAP by ending the “ramp-up” in the first quarter of 2003.  Neither Verizon PA, AT&T nor MCI WorldCom object to this resolution of this issue.


In light of this development, we urge the Commission to move expeditiously to adopt the consensus PAP attached hereto as the Pennsylvania PAP.   Verizon PA will work with the parties to implement this consensus PAP as soon as possible after entry of a Commission Order.
